1. I will take this medication as prescribed by my provider. I will not vary the dosage or interval without approval from my provider.

2.  I will submit to random urine blood tests if requested by my provider to assess my compliance. These tests are to be done by labs that accept Medicaid and will be paid for through Medicaid.

3. I will obtain all my prescriptions for pain through ____(provider)_____________ and will fill all prescriptions at _____(pharmacy)_____________ . In an emergency, another provider may prescribe medications for me. If this occurs, I will notify my regular provider of narcotic prescriptions as soon as possible.
